“WHY PARENTS LOSE

Pastor Tony’s edited excerpt from William P. Smith’s booklet,
“How Do | Stop Losing It with My Kids?”

Maybe you’ve never slapped your teen, but have
there been times when your teen pushed all
your buttons, and you said and did things that
later bothered your conscience? Why is your
conscience uneasy! Weren’t you just correcting
your teen’s bad behavior?

You are troubled because you lost control with
your teen. But why did you lose it?
Understanding the heart of anger in parenting is
a crucial first step toward removing the sin by
the roots and reflecting greater Christlikeness
toward your teen and greater faithfulness
toward Christ in your parenting.

According to James 4:1-2 the strife of conflict in
relationships come from “your passions...at war
within you. You desire and do not have.” The
reason you lost control, whether you've thought
about it consciously or not, wasn’t your teen’s
actions and attitudes but that your teen wasn’t
fulfilling your desires. Your agenda, your will, your
reputation became more important than your
teen being on the right track with God’s agenda,
will, and reputation. Instead of teaching them to
live according to every word that proceeds out
of the mouth of God (Matthew 4:4), you were
teaching them to live according to every word
that proceeds out of your mouth. As a parent,
it's easy to confuse your agenda with God’s
agenda. But if you weren’t purely motivated by
your teen’s disrespect and disobedience toward
Christ, then the way you treated your teen was
more about how he ignored your demands, than

it was about his violation of God’s commands.
While some of the things you desire from your
teen are good things—such as respect, comfort,
gratitude, excellence, safety—when you decide
you must have any of these good things from
your child or else, these good desires turn into
ungodly “passions.” Respect and obedience as a
desire is a good thing. Respect and obedience as
a demand is an evil thing because it is viewed as
something owed to you, rather than God. You can
tell when your desire for your teen’s good
behavior has turned into an ungodly ‘passion’ by
the way you react when he or she does
something wrong. When our passions are
controlling us and we don’t get what we want,
we often become angry and lose control.

The difference can be illustrated by the picture
of open and closed hands. Open hands allow a
gift to be placed into them, if you don’t receive
it, you can still genuinely bless God and love
your teen. Closed hands with fingers curled
tightly around a thing expects it as a ‘right’, if you
don’t receive it, you lash out or are filled with
self-pity.

Before you can effectively correct the sin issues
with your teen, Christ taught us that we must
start with our own hearts first (Matthew 7:1-5).
Ask the Spirit of God to show you the “plank in
your own eye.” What’s so important to you
that you are willing to lose it with your teen to
get it? The first step is to confess to God that your
biggest problem is not your child’s actions and
attitudes, but the desires that control you.
